BATTERIES INSTALLATION 
 

This product can only use with CR 3032 batteries. Never use other kinds of 

batteries. 

 
Make sure the On/Off switch is in the OFF position. Remove the batteries 

compartment cover by sliding it outwards. 

 
Install the batteries as shown. Please note that the "+" and "-" sign on the 

battery holders denotes the sides of the batteries facing down. 

 
Close the battery cover and then switch the trigger unit on.  The indicator will 

turn green.

CONNECT TO THE CAMERA 
 

 
Make sure the locking lever is in "REL" position. Slide the flash trigger hotshoe 

connector into camera hotshoe until it cannot go in any further. 

 
Flip the locking lever to the "LOCK" position to secure the trigger.  

Test the flash trigger by pressing the shutter release button of the camera, the 

LEDs in the front should turn on instantaneously. 

To detach, reverse the above steps.
